The Grantor has this day bargained and sold and by these presents does bargain, sell, convey, and transfer unto the
Grantee, and grantee’s heirs, successors and assigns, an ingress and egress easement and right-of-way, including
the right to enter upon the real property hereinafter described, for the purpose of accessing and maintaining a
sanitary sewer pipe and manhole.

This agreement is subject to the following terms and conditions:
1. The right-of-way hereby granted consists of:

A blanket access easement over the property described in attached EXHIBIT “A” and shown on
the maps in attached EXHIBIT “B” and Exhibit “C”.

2. The easement described herein grants to the grantee, the right to enter upon said easement at any time that
it may see fit for inspection, construction, maintenance, evaluation, and/or repair purposes of the sanitary
sewer system,

3. The easement is not an exclusive easement. The grantor reserves the right to build siructures and place
utilities within the easement area and grant easements to others over all or portions of the easement area, as
fong as the grantee retains maintenance vehicle access between Highway 20 and the samitary sewer
manhole along the northeast property line of the site.

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ELECTRICAL POWER EASEMENT, COLLEGE GREEN SEWER LIFT STATION

THIS EASEMENT, granted this day of 2009 by the City of Albany, a
Municipal Corporation, herein called “Grantor,” to PacificCorp, an Oregon Corporation, its successors and
assigns, herein called "Grantee."

- WITNESSETH:

For value received, the Grantor hereby grants an easement and right-of-way, 15 feet in width and approximately 72
feet in length, the right {o enter upon the real property hereinafter described, for construction, reconstruction,
operation, maintenance, repair, replacement, enlargement, and removal of Grantee's underground electric
distribution and communication lines, including without imitation: wires, fibers, cables and other conductors and
conduits therefore; and pads, transformers, switches, cabinets, vaults on across or under the surface of the real
property of Grantor in Linn County, State of Oregon, as more particularly described as follows and/or as shown on
Exhibit A attached hereto and by this reference made a part hereof:

A 15-foot wide by approximately 72 foot long easement, the centerline of which is described as
follows: Beginning at a point on the south property line of Parcel “A” of the Supplemental Plat to
Lots 4, 5, and 6 of Block 1, College Green in the Northeast Quarter of Section 25, Township 11
South, Range 4 West, Willamette Meridian, Linn County, Oregon, said point lying 35 feet west of
the southeast corner of said Parcel “A”; thence west-northwesterly approximately 72 feet to a point
on the south right-of-way line of Belmont Avenue, said point lying 105 feet west of the east property
line of said Parcel “A™. As shown on the attached map labeled Exhibit A.

Together with the right of access, for Grantee, its contractors, or agents, to the right of way from adjacent lands of
the Grantor for all activities in connection with the purposes for which this easement has been granted; and together
with the present and (without payment therefore) the future right to keep this right of way clear of all brush, trees,
buildings and other hazards which might endanger the Grantee’s facilities or impede Grantee’s activities.

At no time shall the Grantor place or store flammable materials (other than agricultural crops), or light any fires, on
or within the boundaries of the right of way. Subject to the foregoing limitations, the surface of the right of way
may be used for agricultural crops and other purposes not inconsistent, as determined by Grantee, with the purposes
for which this easement has been granted.

The rights and obligations of the parties hereto shall be binding upon and shali benefit their respective heirs,
successors and assigns.

KNOW ALL MEN BY THESE PRESENTS, that the CITY OF ALBANY, OREGON, a municipal
corporation, hereinafter called the GRANTOR, conveys the real property described in Exhibit A attached
hereto and incorporated herein by this reference, to the CITY OF ALBANY, OREGON, a municipal
corporation, hereinafter called the GRANTEE, for the purpose of adjusting the property line between two
adjacent City of Albany, Oregon properties.

This property line adjustment deed transfers the real property described in the attached Exhibit A from the
parcel known as Linn County Assessor’s Map and Tax Lot Number 11-03W-3A-04500, Account #69597,
(Property “B”) to the parcel known as Linn County Assessor’s Map and Tax Lot Number 11-03W-3A~10900,
Account #70322, (Property “A™).

RELATES TO STRATEGIC PLAN THEME: ® Great Neighborhoods

Action Reguested:

Staff requests that Council authorize the Mayor, or a designated legal representative, to sign a
State of Oregon Restrictive Covenant for the Albany Multimodal Station Phase I project.

Discussion:

The State of Oregon Department of Transportation, Public Transit Division is requiring a signed
Restrictive Covenant as a condition of receiving Federal Transit Administration ARRA
(American Recovery and Reinvestment Act) funds for the project known as Albany Multimodal
Station Phase II. The restrictive covenant limits the property to be solely used for the support of
passenger transportation services that primarily benefit persons within Lirm County, Oregon. Any
future change in ownership or use requires preapproval by the Oregon Department of
Transportation, Public Transit Division.

This propei‘ty is currently under contract and construction has started. The property consists of a

30-space parking lot at the northeast end of the Albany Multimodal Station. The current and
anticipated future use supports passenger transportation services as stated in the covenant.
