ORDINANCE NO._13%

An ordinance authorizing the Council of the City of Albany, Oregon, to make the
improvement of Sherman Street from the south line of First Street to the north line
of Beoond Street, by grading and gravelling the same for and on account of the City
of Albany, Oregon; providing how the cost of the same shmll be paid, and declaring an
emergency:

¥hereas, by ordinance No. 1329, of the City of Albany, Oregon, it wae ordered
that Sherman Street from the south line of First Street to the north line of Second
8treet be improved in the following manner, toewit:
1st: By grdding said etreet to the propar subegrade;
2nd;: By surfacing the roadway of said street 18 feet wide with gravel;
and that sald improvement be made in accordance with the charter and ordinances of
the City of Albany, and the plans and specifications of Charles H. Leonard, engineer,
then on file with the Recorder of said City, and
. Inoroag’ it wes provided in said ordinance that the recorder of said City give
:otieo o{ the making of said improvement in the manner provided by law and said orde-
nance, and,
¥3¢rcns, after the notice for bids made and given by the Recordexr for the time
and irn the manner provided by law, and said ordinance, no bids were made or filed
with the Recorder for the making of said improvement, or any part thereof.

THERKFORA, THY PHOPLE OF THe CITY OF ALBAJY DO OADAIN AS FOLLOWS:

Bection 1, That the Council of the City of Albany, orogonP‘and it is hereby aue-
thorized and directed tc make the improvement of Sherman Street from the south line of
Firet Street to the north line of Second Street inthe uwanner and as provided by orde
inance No. 1329 and the charter of said City, as follows; to-wit:

1st: By grading said street to the proper sub=grade;

2nd; By surfacing the roadway of said stret 18 feet wide with gravel,
all in accordance with the charter and ordinances of the City of Albany, and the plans
and specifications of Charles H. Leonard, engineer,for said improvement, now on file
with the Resorder of said City.

Bection 2, Said improvement shall be made under the supervision of the City Rngine-
eor of the City of Albany, and ir the making of said improvement said Council shall
have the power and authority to purchase and hold utensils, machinery and material,
hire and discharge servants and laborers, and to do any and all things in connection
with satd improvement that a contractor might do. The City Enzgineer srill keep an
accurate itemized aooount of all expensew, labor and materials in making such improvee
ment, including the reasonable value of the use of the machinery and uténsils used
therein belonging to said City, and shall report the same to the Council ae soon as
said improvement is completed,

At the next meeting of the Council after such report is filed, said Council shall
consider the same, and, if found correct the amount of such coste as found to be core
rect by the Council from sald report shall be the cost of sald improvement, to be
paid according to the assessment made by the Council, and, upon the approval of eaid
report, the Recorder shall be authorized %o draw warrante for the payment of the
seversl items thereof, under the diredtion of the Council.

Bection 3, yhcreno, the peace, health and safety of the inhabitants of the City
of Albany require that this ordinance become irnediately effective, therefore an emer-
gency ie hereby declared to exist and this ordinance srall ocecomeé immediately effec=
tive upon its final paseage by the Council and approval by the layor,
