Please read the following requirements.  This list is not meant to be all-inclusive; we have tried to compile requirements 
that relate to your specific type of development.

Planning 
Land use approval does not constitute Building or Public Works permit approvals. 

Public Works – Engineering  
1. City utility maps show an 8-inch public sanitary sewer main along the south boundary of the subject property.  

No recorded public utility easement appears to exist over this main.   

ADC 12.370 requires the dedication of public utility easements of at least 20 feet in width, centered over the main, 
for all public sanitary sewers and appurtenances.  Permanent structures are not allowed to encroach on a public 
utility easement or be placed over a public sewer main. 

In order to protect the public sewer main and allow for access to the main for the purposes of maintenance and/or 
replacement, the property owner should consider providing a public utility easement over the southernmost 6 feet 
of the subject property.  No permanent structures will be allowed within that easement.
